Mission Statement

The mission of the Parley’s Rails, Trails and Tunnels (PRATT) Coalition is to assist
city, county, state and federal agencies and other public and private partners in completing
a multi-use trail along I-80 via Parley’s Creek Corridor and the Sugar House Rail Spur
to connect the Bonneville Shoreline Trail with the Provo/Jordan River Parkway.

2004-2005

· Two completed pedestrian bridges over I-80 at Parley's Canyon
· A completed pedestrian bridge over the Jordan River at Workman Park in South Salt Lake
· $1.2 million enhancement funding appropriation from the Utah Department of Transportation (UDOT) for completion of a tunnel under I-215 connecting the Bonneville Shoreline Trail to the Parley’s Hollow Historic Nature Park (scheduled for completion in 2004)
· $400,000 in additional UDOT enhancement funds for trail improvements from the I-215 tunnel to Tanner Park (near 2700 East) in 2003, and $625,000 in 2004
· $50,000 grant from the National Endowment for the Arts to conduct a design competition for a grade-separated pedestrian crossing at 1300 East between Sugar House Park and the Hidden Hollow Natural Area, with matching grants from the RDA of SLC, UDOT, SLC Planning, and the Woodbury Corporation 
· $8 million federal funding pending, sponsored by Representative Jim Matheson with endorsements by additional Utah legislators
· $94,000 appropriated by Salt Lake County for the completion of an overall corridor master plan
· $464,000 in Community Improvement Program (CIP) funding from Salt Lake City to complete design and begin construction of a trail between Sugar House Park and 500 East, including final design and engineering for the Draw at Sugar House (crossing at 1300 East between Sugar House Park and Hidden Hollow Natural Area)
· Additional foundation and private donor contributions to assist with education and community outreach efforts

In 2004, the PRATT and the architects of the Draw at Sugar House received the Grand Achievement Award for Planning and Design from the Envision Utah Governor's Quality Growth Awards.


The  Rails-to-Trails Conservancy (RTC) and the American Society of Landscape Architects recently honored the Sugar House Pedestrian Crossing design concept at the RTC’s TrailLink 2005 International Trails and Greenways conference in Minneapolis, Minnesota. This top award was accepted by Jerry Brown of G. Brown Design, as Salt Lake City based landscape architecture firm, in the category of Creative Designs that Incorporate Community Character, Art or Other Unique Elements.
G. Brown Design Inc. has received the 2005 Award of Merit from the Utah Chapter of the American Society of Landscape Architects for its "The Draw at Sugar House" design. The company, along with artist Patricia Johanson, created the design as part of a national competition sponsored by the National Endowment of the Arts.









2006 Accomplishments
After six years of continuous community outreach, we are pleased that our partners are now in a position to build several miles of Parley's Trail. Utah Department of Transportation has announced that the Parley's I-215 Crossing and Trail Extension contract has been awarded to COP Construction Company. Salt Lake County has accepted the role of lead agency in the Parley's Trail partnership. 
· We received Salt Lake City Capitol Improvement Program funding for design of the "Draw at Sugar House" and the Rails-with-Trails segment west of Sugar House.
· Salt Lake City provided the first local match for the federal Transportation funding that was authorized last year.
· Voters approved the County ZAP Recreation Program bond, which, along with federal funds, will be used to construct the trail segments between Sugar House Business District and Parley's Crossing. This work will include the "Draw at Sugar House." 
· Salt Lake County approved funding for the "Draw" from the Open Space Trust Fund. 
We are fortunate to have received funding this year from private sources, too.
· The Negley Flinn Charitable Foundation provided funding for trail cleanup events.
· An REI Conservation Grant will pay for wayfinding signs along the trail.
· A donation from the Semnani Foundation paid for a design charrette for the "Draw."

· # 2 	What is the benefit of an urban trail system? Parley’s Trail will provide a safe and healthy way for people to recreate and commute, or just to commune with nature without fear of dealing with automobile traffic on a standard roadway.

At this end of 2009, we are pleased to report that construction of Parley's Trail is moving forward.  Work is well underway on a mile-long section from about 3400 East to 2500 East.  PRATT has accomplished much more in 2009 and I encourage you to visit parleystrail.org to read about our progress.

2009

PRATT has stayed very busy in 2009 and the project is progressing at an exciting pace.  Construction is well underway to extend the Trail from Parley’s Park to Tanner Park, about another mile. Promising negotiations are close to a resolution that will allow the initiation of trail sections at Sugar House Park and the 1300 East Crossing (The Draw) from Sugar House Park to Hidden Hollow.  We believe that construction for both sections may begin in the summer and/or fall of 2010.  As usual, PRATT has participated in a number of public events and festivals to further educate the public about the project. Our volunteer Board members have also attended countless meetings and spent hundreds of hours coordinating with government and private parties to further the project.

2010

With remaining funds for the project already committed, PRATT continues to work with federal, state and local leaders and other partners to secure funding for remaining Trail sections.  We anticipate that as much as $13 million is needed to complete Parley’s Trail from the Bonneville Shoreline Trail to the Provo-Jordan River Parkway.  Of course, PRATT will continue to coordinate wherever we can with entities that may be working on projects along the Trail corridor.  We are encouraged that various opportunities will become available in 2010 that will facilitate the progress of the Trail.

Accomplishments in 2010
• Parley’s Trail through Parley’s Historic Nature Park is finished! You may now travel on a Class 1 trail from the Bonneville Shoreline Trail at the mouth of Parley’s Canyon to Tanner Park, about 1.5 miles.
• Environmental study is nearly complete for the “Street Car Corridor” that begins in Sugar House by Fairmont Park and continues to the Jordan River Parkway.
• A 26 million dollar Federal Grant given to UTA for the Sugar House trolley line has strengthened our ability to build the trail within that corridor.
• The UTA light rail bridge, near I-15 and 2100 South at Roper Yard is complete and will accommodate Parley’s Trail.
• PRATT members participated in numerous festivals, critical meetings, and advocacy opportunities in an effort to reach out and strengthen support for the trail as well as to educate ourselves, coalition members and the public.
• Our website has numerous updated features, including a virtual tour of the trail, and social media connections.
• PRATT provided funds to purchase and assisted in planting 600 native trees and shrubs where trail construction took its toll on original foliage; more will be planted next spring. We purchased three 350 gal. cisterns for their water supply. PRATT also added three benches for trail users enjoyment. Enhancements like these are not part of major construction funding and we depend on your donations to provide them.
· Lynne Olson won the National Trails 2010 State Trails Advocacy Award for Utah.
· The Parley’s Trail website has been named a 2010 winning website for the “Best Presentation of Plans and Proposals” by American Trails.

Goals for 2011
• Begin construction of “The Draw” that will connect Sugar House Park to Hidden Hollow;
• Begin Construction of Parley’s Trail along the south perimeter of Sugar House Park;
• Advocate for and design plans for Class 1 trail through the Sugar House Business District with adoption of plans by local entities;
• Continue working closely with coalition members to raise funding to construct the trail from Highland Drive to the Jordan River;
• Expand the number and diversity of the PRATT board and develop PRATT’s abilities to raise funds;
• Make significant safety improvements to the Parley’s Trail crossing at2300 East and secure funds to install a user triggered crossing
• Work with government officials to place Parley’s Trail route signs between 2300 east and Sugar House Park.
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
